The property benefits from exceptionally large and spacious
rooms throughout and maintains the ambience and elegance of
the era in which it was originally constructed, in particular the
stained wood work and doors. The property is set in a large site,
with fully enclosed rear garden, making it child safe. Viewers are
firstly greeted with the mahogany panelled entrance vestibule
with partially stain glass door, tiled floor and concealed cloak
cupboard.

The cloakroom is fully tiled with wall mounted WC and feature
glass bowl wash-hand basin and vanity unit. There is a wall-
mounted medicine cabinet and towel rail for convenience. The
grand reception hall features an open balustrade stairway
leading to the upper floors and provides access to all ground
floor accommodation. There is stripped wood flooring and a
large stained glass window over the stairway.

The lounge is a generously proportioned room with front facing
bay window and stained woodwork including high level skirtings
and doors and plasterwork detail on the ceiling. There is also a
natural gas flame effect fire nestled in a cast iron fireplace with
mahogany over-mantle and marble hearth.

The spacious family room enjoys a rear aspect, stripped wood
flooring, a box bay window and a French door to the rear
garden. There is also a tiled fireplace with wood over-mantle.

The formal dining room benefits from a dual aspect including a
large front facing window. There is a lovely central chandelier
light fitting and cast iron fireplace with wood over- mantle and
marble hearth.

The kitchen has been fully fitted with a range of quality dark oak
cabinetry including a central island unit incorporating 2 ovens
and chimney hood. A fabulous addition is the large walk-in
larder cupboard. Just off of the kitchen is a further dining space,
this is ideal for casual family dining or breakfast.

To the rear of the property there is a laundry room with stainless
sink unit, room for appliances and roof mounted clothes drier.
There is also a utility room with fully fitted kitchen units offering
additional storage and housing the central heating boiler. An
added addition is the WC and further walk in storage.

Upstairs, the principle bedroom is an exceptionally spacious
room with front facing triple window and walk in dressing room
with hanging facilities on two sides. The en suite comprises
corner shower cubicle., twin vanity basins and wc.

There are a further three double bedrooms, all are of fabulous
proportion and benefit a great degree of natural light.

Completing the first floor accommodation is the family bathroom
comprising bath, fully enclosed shower, wc, wash hand basin
vanity with storage and hated towel rail.

Accessed via a concealed stairway the attic room is fully lined
and has two Velux windows. It is fitted with laminate flooring
and is ideal for a child or a teenager's Bedroom/Den.

To the front there is an attractive garden with mature hedging
sheltering the property from the roadway, an area of lawn and
shrubs. The rear garden is fully enclosed and has a large paved
patio area, extensive lawn and shrubbery. Ample parking is
available on the front driveway, there is also a double garage
located to the rear of the property.
